NATURE OF DEFECT:	


Several abstract-operations are defined in Part 3 of ISO/IEC 10175 but their identifiers were not imported into Part 2 of the Standard, nor were they included in the list of remote operations in the DPA access protocol abstract-syntax definition. These are needed for proper alignment with Part 3 of the Standard.

SOLUTION PROPOSED BY SUBMITTER:	


1.	Import the abstract-operations defined in Part 3 of ISO/IEC 10175 into the access-protocol abstract-syntax definition in Part 2, clause 6.


2.	Add the part 3 defined operations to the list of remote operations, and assign values for the corresponding PDUs.  [Note that the X/Open PSIS document defines values that should be used for interoperability reasons].
