a. Lines 386 & B387: Change title to read ‘TCG T NC Architecture’.

b. Line 387: Putin Section 4.1 a one sentence blurb indicating that the TCG TNC
Architecture is a proper superset of but equivalent to the IETF NEA TNC Architecture.

c. Line 226: Update the definition of Correlated Attributes to agree with the definition of
Correlated Attributes agreed upon in the HCD Attributes specification during the
4/28/14 Conference Call.

a. L188: Updated the definition of Correlated Attributes to address the comments
presented during this Conference Call.

b. Section 4.2: Changed the definition of Correlated Attributes in this section to match the
updated definition agreed upon for L188.

c. Section 5.1: Corrected the title of Section 4.1 in the text.

d. Section 5.1: Changed the text to state that the binding must support attributes “related
to firmware or user/resident applications”.
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Joe will change the date on the document to today’s date and send to Alan for a final review to
make sure comments were correctly implemented. Spec will then be sent out for a 21-day “Call
for Objections”.

Joe will also generalize the definition of Correlated Attributes created for the HCD Attributes
specification and put it in the IDS Model spec.
