(Since DPA does not require
consecutively generated job-identifiers, the agent may receive jobs from
multiple clients and can assign the jmJobl ndex in an accendi ng sequence

i ndependent of the submitting job client.) The DPA job-identifier rnust
be restricted to the range of 1 to 99,999,999 (decimal) to allow the
value to be properly represented in jmlobSubm ssi onl d.
