Joint Meetings with PWG during the F2F

Wednesday afternoon we will have a PDM WG meeting in the big PWG conference room, joint with PWG members who wish to listen or participate.  
Wednesday morning, there is another WG that should be interesting for most participants.  The topic is a new initiative in the Printer Working Group called Imaging Device Security (IDS).  This effort is in response to code from Cisco and specs from IETF on Network Admission Control and Network Endpoint Assessment.  The basic idea is to authenticate all devices on the network.  That includes printers and scanners, which are specifically mentioned in the specs, in addition to PCs and such.  

- Is the printer a make and model we know?  

- Is the device manageable?  

- Is its firmware up-to-date with security patches?  

- Does it have valid keys for communication?  

And so on.  It is believed by many of the vendors that this will be an important requirement for printers and scanners to get onto a corporate network in just a few years.   

PWG has started up an effort to understand the requirements of such network assessments.  At the moment, it is early in this effort.  The group is looking at and trying to understand the specs from Cisco and IETF.  There is an email archive on the PWG.org site,

Audio Gain Property
Paul sent a description of a proposed property, AudioGain, an optional property, a compensator control for the input signal that should be line level, 1V P-P, but isn't.  The property relates to each connector, to equalize the apparent audio levels of various sources.  We discussed additional information needed for the XML definition.  
- Optional property

- Implemented as an offset to be applied to the master volume control

- dBu range

- 1 dB steps from, say, -20 to +20 dBu
- Default value: 0

- Writable: yes

- Persistent: yes

- Availability: onwritable

- May need to change the units in which master volume is specified, since this is typically implemented as an adjustment to the master level.  
Rick will work with Paul to bring him up to speed on how to edit an XML property group.
